More about trailing commission

The trailing commission is an ongoing commission. It is paid for as long as you own the fund. It is for the services and ad vice your

representative and their firm provide you.

The underlying fund manager pays the trailing commission to your representative’s firm. It is paid from the fund’s management fee
and is based on the value of your investment. The rate depends on the sales charge option you choose:
